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Fall is now officially here. 
While it may not have felt like it 
this past week, it sure looks like 
it. The corn and beans seem to 
have changed colors over night. It 
seems like this past year has � own 
by so fast. I don’t know where it 
has gone, but I am sorry to see fall 
come as I know winter is lurking 
in the dark! 

Recently IFB became aware 
of notices being sent by the Illinois 
Commerce Commission to truckers 
in regards to federal requirement 
to register their “commercial 
vehicles” used in “interstate 
commerce” under the new UCR 
program.  So far an estimated 
18,000 notices have gone out.  
The ICC is anticipating they will 
send about 25,000 before the 
job is completed. For now, know 
that any farmer who had been 
required to have and display 
the USDOT# because of out-of-
state hauling will be required to 
register, instead, under the UCR.  
But other farmers, too – even 
some who never leave the State 
of Illinois – will also be required 
to register.

The UCR is a requirement 
mandated by Congress in the Safe, 
Accountable, Flexible, Ef* cient 
Transportation Equity Act, A 
Legacy for Users (SAFETEA-LU) 
passed in 2005.

Farmers who had a USDOT# 
have received – or soon will receive – 
a notice from the Illinois Commerce 
Commission about the requirement 
that they register under the UCR 
program.  However, there will be 

other farmers who won’t be noti-
* ed that will also be required to 
register.  The USDOT# applied 
only if  the trucker was traveling 
out-of-state.  The UCR applies to 
any “commercial vehicle” operated 
in “interstate commerce.”  Under 
the federal de* nition, that includes 
point-to-point deliveries within 
the state—the * rst or last leg of 
an interstate shipment. For more 
information on this, please give 
me a call.
